Overview/Background

Hope Remains Youth Ranch is a place where broken, hurt and troubled youth ages 5-17 receives equine therapy.  This program helps youth learn and gain a new sense of confidence, responsibility, accountability, sensitivity to others and discipline in their conduct. Hope Remains addresses the following types of problems: 1) Abuse Depression 2) Suspension/Expulsion from School 3) Emotional Troubles 4) Rebellious/Defiant behavior 5) Anger Management 

Operations

Hope Remains Youth Ranch functions as an afterschool program for troubled youth, as well as a day program for those who have been suspended.  Programs that are implemented include: 1) Equine Therapy 2) Biblical Counseling 3) Psycho Therapy 4) Anger Management 5) Life Skills Training 6) Classes for the Parents.  

Hope Remains partners with schools, churches and shelters such as Spartanburg Children Shelter, Glenn Springs Academy and Ellen Heins Girls Home in order to receive the youth.  Each child is put through a “Seven Level Behavior System” that would determine whether or not they graduate from the program.

Funding Structure

· Client cost- 16 hours of therapy per month, $300

· United Way grants scholarships for those who cannot afford the payment

· Donations from local church partners

· Apply for Grants

Future Goals

· Own Ranch- Currently, Hope Remains is renting a ranch for operation.  Fundraising is taking place in order to purchase their own property

· Mentoring Program- Desires a one on one mentoring program for the youth apart from therapy

·  To operate 24/7 with residential housing

· Education- One major goal of Hope Remains is to help youth learn the importance of school, finish high school and pursue higher education.  

· Community Engagement- Hope Remains stresses the importance of giving back to the community, and also provides opportunities for community service.
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
